Instructions: The recommended concentration for most immunofluorescent staining is 1-10

png/mL. It is necessary to block the endogenous biotin before staining your
sample with fluorophore-streptavidin conjugate. If the non-specific binding
background is high, you may decrease the concentration to minimize the
background. You may also centrifuge the conjugate briefly and use the
supernatant only for staining.
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
